] “CERTAINLY SEN. Ken-
nedy will not ask me,” said
the governor.

with enthusiasm over Presi-
dent Johnson, but added that
he thought the President had
been “badly treated about the
Vietnam war.”

HE SAID FHE U.S. Senate
and the governors of this
country went on record more
than a year ago endorsing the
President’s poliey in Vietnam.

McKeithen said he had
made no decision on a sugges-
tion by the Gulf South Re-

| search Institute that the Lou-

McKeithen said he would
go to what he described as
“one of the Jlower-income
areas of the city” today,

where he would falk to resi-

| dents, look at their problems

and “iry to show them we

. want to help them.”

At another point in his |
speach, he said, “we’re deter- |
mined that everyone will be |
| treated equally. But also, we |

are going to see that every-
one obeys the law.

“We're -not going to stand
by while a city burns down.”
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
