The first objective, he said,
is to consolidate - territorial
security gains by coordinat-
ing community defense plans
and the second objective is
to stimulate local develop-
ment by decentralizing au-
thority. Mr. Bunker said the

new plan was designed to

improve self-defense, self-
government and self-develop-
