dence showed the chances of !

his survival to be near zero. i

Perry went down over
North Vietnam on Dec. 21,
1972, and was still listed as
missing in action by the
Pentagon.

The North Vietnamese
said the information ‘on the
three Americans was re-
layed to Senator Edward M.
Kennedy by Vice Premier
and Foreign Minister Ngu-
. yen Duy Trinh.
