Another 202 children from
war-wracked Indochina ar-
rived at the Presidio of San
Franeisco yesterday — this
group for brief processing
before continuing on to Den-
mark.

The children, flown out of
Saigon airport on a World
Airways plane, are orphans
of iMontagnard tribesmen
and are sponsored by a Dan-
ish relief organization, Chil-
drens Protective and Securi-
ty Intematmnal

sta“y in Denmark until Viet-
nam 9s stablized and they

can return 1o their

country.
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This was the first known
evacuation of Montagnard
children. the Montagnards
live in the hills of Viefnam
and most have never recog-
nized the governments of ei-
ther North or South Viet-
nam.

After medical processing
at the Presidio, the children
were moved yesterday after-
noon to Ft. Cronkhite.
