Young, 50, was charged

last year with dereliction of
‘duty for failing to see thata
-proper investigation of the
My Lai incident was carried
“out.

The charges were dropped
last June by 1st Army com-

.mander Lt. Gen. Jonathan
: Seaman, who said the allega-
-tions were ‘‘unsupported by
-the evidence.”

The status of officers and

“enlisted men cleared of crim-
-inal charges stemming from
‘My Lai is being reviewed
‘with the possibility of “ad-
-ministration action’ against
“them, an Army spokesman
"said at the Pentagon.
