Jim White Collection

The sixties and the seventies were a time of great tumult and change and Jim White was its compiler.  From 1963 through 1978, Jim White and his wife clipped the nation’s major newspapers for articles relating to the Kennedy Assassination through the aftermath of Nixon’s Watergate scandal and the President Ford’s resolution of the Vietnam War.


The New York Times, Washington Post, San Francisco Chronicle/Examiner, Los Angles Times, Chicago Tribune, New Orleans States-Item and AP Wire tear sheets covered the two decades of American domestic and foreign policy that the Whites read, clipped and filed.  Before Jim White passed away, he donated his legacy to the University of Wisconsin-Stevens Point’s Government Documents Archive.  In 2005, a student of history volunteered to inventory, photocopy and electronically scan and store the entire collection.  Now, the University of Wisconsin-Stevens Point’s Government Documents Archive can make the Jim White collection accessible to anybody who is interested be they local or on the far side of the world with an Internet connection.
Harold Weisberg Archive

History bootstrapped Harold Weisberg, a World War II veteran chicken farmer to become a renowned author and investigator for his efforts to document America’s most infamous political assassination since Abraham Lincoln, the Kennedy assassination.  Weisberg accrued an impressive collection of news clippings, government documents and private communications from all the major actors in government’s defense of the Kennedy investigation and its critics.  The Weisberg Archive rivals the National Archives for its volume and accessibility because it is electronically accessible at the Hood College (Frederick, MD) library.  More than 75 four-drawer file cabinets of news clippings, personal papers, FBI, Secret Service, CIA, Department of Justice and House Select Committee on Assassinations documents have been inventoried, photocopied and electronically scanned and stored.  In addition, the Weisberg Archive contains numerous unpublished manuscripts that critique many of the prominent assassination critic’s books.
Few Warren Commission supporters or detractors could withstand the scrutiny of Harold Weisberg’s intellect and his document collection.  When history is re-written by those with a modicum of objectivity, Harold Weisberg’s Archive will contain the kernel of truth about the circumstances surrounding the Assassination of John F. Kennedy and its investigation.
