Chap-
paquiddick is ‘the island
where a car carrying the
Senator and a secretary,
Mary Jo Kopechne, plunged
off a bridge, resulting in the
death of Miss Kopechne.
Richard Drayne, a press
secretary for the Senator,
said Mr. Kennedy was aware
that his bill might renew talk
of the accident.

“What kind of Senator
would he be,” Mr. Drayne
asked, “if he hesitated..to
introduce a bill  because
Chappaquiddick is involved?”
