His communications director,
Lyn Nofziger, and press sec-
retary, Paul Beck, in a some-
times heated exchange with
newsmen, both refused to say

your own conclusions, because
the statement is ‘there, and we
do not intend to go beyond it.”

In his statement, the Gover-
nor also declared that the per-
missiveness he was denouncing
would not be tolerated in Cali-
fornia. i

“This administration will lend
aid and support’ to our local
governments and to all those
who need and request it,” Mr.
Reagan said. “We will not stand
by and see the institutions of a
free country destroyed by those
who claim it is being done in
the name of freedom.

“This is not a sick society,
but is a society that is sick of
what has been going on in this
nation.”

Mr. Reagan reiterated his
sympathy for the Senator, his
family and for the other victims
of “this senseless, savage act.”
