home that has known much
of gaiety and tragedy.

But far into the night,
lights blazed in every room in
the stately, old white brick
mansion snuggled among
towering hickory trees. Shad-
owy outlines flitted by ¢u1'-
tains.

For nothing could dispel
the sense of worry and grief
that had enfolded the six-
acre estate, across the Poto-
mac a few miles northwest of |
Washington, from the mo-
ment the word came through
that Sen. Robert Kennedy|
had been shot. . '

1t was here in this house he
had been notified of the as-
sassination of his brother,
President Kennedy.

In happier moments, Hick-
ory Hill had seen gay social
events, touch foothall
matches that were a sort of
athletic trademark of the
Kennedy clan, and parties at
which guests occasionally
went into the swimming pool,
clothes and all.

Five miles away thousands
expressed their feelings by

visiting the Arlington grave

of ‘the other Kennedy struck
by an assassii.

At first only Bobby dJr., 14,
and the youngest Kennedy,
14 month old Douglas Harri-
man, were at Hickory Hill.
Later, Kathleen. 16, and Jo-
seph ITI, 15, came in from
their New England schools.

Just as the sun was drop-
ping, Kathleen, Joe and Bob-
by piled into a car, were
rushed to Andrews Air Force
Base in nearby Maryland
and took off for Los Angeles
to join their mother.
