In Washington,
the funeral procession will
move past the New Sen-

‘ate Office Building, along
Constitution Avenue and
past the Capitol and the
Justice Building. It will go
partially around the Lin-
coln Memorial, cross Me-
morial Bridge and proceed
along Memorial Avenue to
Arlington National Ceme-
tery.
