‘We Are A Great Country’

New York

Here is Senator Robert F.
Kennedy’s victory statement,
delivered in Los Angeles just
before the shooting. It was
recorded by radio station
WOR. -

Kennedy began by saying,
“l want to first express my
high regard to Don Drysdale.
He pitched his sixth straight
shutout tonight and I hope
that we have as good fortune
in our campaign.” '

He expressed his gratitude
to many who worked in the
campaign and then said:

“I'm very grateful for the
vote that I received in the
agricultural areas as well as
in the cities. It seems to indi-
cate quite clearly what we
can do here in the United
States — the vote here in the
state of California and the
vote in the state of South Da-
kota. Here is the most urban
state of any of the states of
our union, South Dakota the
most rural state of any of the
states of our union. We were
able to win them both. I
think that we can end the di-
visions within the United
States.

“What I think is quite clear
i that we can work together
in the last analysis and that
what has been going on with-
in the United States over the
period of the last three years
— the divisions, the violence,
