The father said he does not

The elder Sirhan came to|

know whether he will go to

tempted to gam the presidential

Sirhan in Rage Before Slaying

NEW YORK — (UPI) —|
Sirhan . B. Sirhan, the ac-
cused killer of Sen Robert
Kennedy, shouted angrily a
few hours before the assassi-
nation that Kennedy “should
never be President,” it was
reported today.

A report published by Life
magazine said Sirhan told a
