Using the rifle’s serial
number, agents obtained
from the manufacturer, Rem-
\ington Arms Co., the name
of the wholesale distributor
and apparently traced the re-
tail sale to a Birmingham
sporting goods store, the
Times said.

The firm was not named.

The owner of the rooming
house refused to tfalk with
newsmen last night, but one
of the roomers, Percy Strick-
land, said he thought Galt
was ‘‘one of the boys.”
