Martin Luther King Jr., the as-
sassinated civil rights leader,
was fatally shot Sunday at the
organ of the Ebenezer Baptist
Church'in Atlanta.

Police Chief John Inman of
Atlanta said, - :

“A tragedy of this magnitude
could only be done by an indi-
vidual who was not in com-
mand of hig faculties. 'm com-
pletely shocked at this violence
and P'm sure my feelings are
the same as all Georgians’ abou
