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The Justice Department;
vesterday urged repeal of
a 20-year-old law permitting
roundup of subversives in na-
tional emergencies to quell
fears among some dissidents
that the government plans to
operate con-concentration
camps.

J. Walter Yeagley, an as-
sistant attorney general, told
the House Internal Security
Committee that the Preven-
tive Detention Section of the
1950 Internal Security Act
could never legally be used

Government had such plans.

The Government did open
and staff six “detention
camps’ in 1952 under the law
but Yeagley said the “‘facili-
ties were never used for such
purposes.”
