SAN DIEGOy Calif, AP - Raids following a theater bombing
and sniper shooting have resulted in four arrests and the
configcation of decals inscribed with the names of two congservative
groufs, police s2ld Tuesday.

Police Chief Ra% Hoobler said decals bearing the names of
the Secret Army Organization and Minutemen were found when
officers armed with search warrants seized a large quantity
of black powder, numerous rifles and handguns and several
thousand rounds of ammunition in raids here Monday night.

Hoobler sald an inyvestigation was_launched after Paula Tharp
was wounded Jan, 6 by & sniper bullet fired into the San Diego
residence of Peter Bohmery, a self-described radical professor
at California State University, San Diego.

A local movle house with about a dozen persons inside was bombed
June 19, destroying a corner of the stage, No one was injured by the
bomb which police said was pushed throuﬁh 2 hole under the stage,

Hoobler sald a leaflet circulated at the time Miss Tharf wag shot
carried a detalled description of Bohmer®s routine., The leaflets
bore the name of the Secret Army Or%anization, & group which
advocates arming against a communist conspiracys he said.
