9 Seized in N.Y.
" Cuban Power Plot

NEW YORK — Nine mem-

bers of Cuban Power, a par-
amilitary organization seek-
“ing to overthrow the Castro
-government, were arrested
today and charged with a se-
ries of bombings in the New
York area.

"A spokesman for the Man-
hattan district attorney said
‘the nine, all Cubans, staged
-the bombings as the first
phase of a three-part plan

" 'which would have culminat-
ed with an invasion of Cuba,

At least 16 bomb explosions

in recent months have been
attributed to anti-Castro Cu-
bans. No one was killed but
several persons received mi-
nor injuries.

TOURIST OFFICES

Most of the attacks were
directed against the fourist
offices of countries trading
with Cuba.

Other explosions. also be-
lieved set off by Cuban refu-
gees, have occurred in New-
ark, Miami, Los Angeles and
several Canadian cities.

Authorities said weapons,
ammunition and U.S. Army
uniforms were seized as po-

CUBAN POWER PLAN
Alfred J. Scottie, chief as-

ney, said Cuban Power also
planned to assassinate Cuban
officials in foreign countries
and to bomb cargo ships des-
tined for Cuba.

The nine were arrested on
five-count indictments charg-
ing them with bombing the
Spanish National Tourist Of-
fice, a private dwelling mis-
takenly believed to be the Cu-

Nations, the Canadian Na-|
