"national traveler, world traveler, and fellow traveler." and
said the "tragic assassination" could have happened in any city.

He cited "malicious attacus" by Pravda, The Worker, and
Fidel Castro on the conservative right wing of U.S. polities,
and said the citizens of Dalias have the responsipility to
ensure that the truth is brought out.
