OFFICERS SAID A NEIGHBOR TOLD THEM: “IT WAS WELL KNOWN
/ROUND HERE THAT IF THE UNITED STATES WAS INVADED, YOU COULD ARM YOUR-
SELF AT BILL GARLAND®S PLACE."

GARLAND WAS ARRESTED FOR INVESTICATION OF VIOLATION OF THE FEDERAL
FIREARMS ACT, WHICH MAKES POSSESSION OF A MACHINE GUN A CRIME. HE WAS
TAKEN TO LOS ANGELES FOR ARRAIGNMENT BEFORE A U.S., cOMMISSIONER.
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
