Chief Judge Roszel C. Thom-
sen ruled that no prosecution
Iwould be brought against the
‘contractor, Victor H. Frenkil,
and his concern, Baltimore
Contractors, Inc., in the con-
'spiracy alleged to have been
involved in attempts to win
approval of a $5-million claim
against the Government.

Judge Thomsen said the re-
port would never lead to prose-
cutions because Attorney Gen-
eral John N. Mitchell had re-
fused to sign proper indictment
papers,

According to a summary of
the jury’s report read in court
yesterday by Judge Thomsen,
Mr. Frenkil and his company
had attempted to offer money
to Senator Russell B, Long,
Democrat of Louisiana, to get
assistance in winning the
claim.

The judge's summary also
said the jury presentment had
reported that Mr. Frenkil had
remodeled the Maryland home
of Representative Hale Boggs,
Democrat of Louisiana, at a
price substantially below cost.
