White House officisls [unnamed], who provided background briefings for newsmen
after publication of the President's repert, emphasized that he had no intention of
reintroducing Auverican troops into Canbedia. ..... On the conirary, the officials said
they are more than hopeful that an adequate defense of Canbodia can be contrived with
a combination of small-arus assistance, which Ir. lixon pledged to continue, the
operations of “outh Vietnamese forces and steady interdiction bombing by American planes.

The officials insisted that such bombing would consist exclusively of raids on
personnel and supply convoys ... and would not involve close-in support of Cambodian
units with fighter planes and helicopter gunships. But the conceded that there would
be occasional situations where it would not be easy to distinguish between interdiction
and teetieal support.

Jouth Vietnamese, that any activities of the South Vietnamese after we left would have
to be on their own.
