PRINCETON, N. J., Dec.'30—
For the second consecutive
year, the Gallup Poll reported
today, President Nixon is the
men most admired by the
American people. His vote this|
year, however, is considerably
smaller than that recorded in
last year’s poll.
The Rev. Billy Graham is
runner-up this year, as in 1969.
The evangelist has consistently
scored high on these lists, which
were inaugurated by the:Gallup
Poll 25 years ago.
. Third "in .the rankings this
year is Senator Edward M,

placing Vice President:Agnew,
who is now in fourth place,

10 is 'Gov. Ronald Reagan of
California. He is in eighth place,
the position held last year by
Gov. George C. Wallace of
Alabama, who this year does
not ‘place among the top 10. *

Regional Differences
In the East, President:Nixon
has only a slight edge over
Senator Kennedy, with Pope
Paul VI running a close third,
the Gallup organization re-
ported, but the President far
outstrips the rest of the field
in the Midwest and Far West.

President Nixon, however, is
outscored by Mr. Graham in the
South, with both men easily
leading the rest of the field, the
organization said. .
