| wing politicians” and a wave
{of telegrams and telephone

calls to the White House
from supporters of the
Chiang Kai-shek regime.

The president’s reaction
was likened to his response
to the Senate rejection of his
nomination of Harrold Car-
swell for the Supreme Court
and to his intervention i the
Calley case.
