F WASHINGTON — (AP)

he -government reported to~
day that the cost of living
rose iwo-tenths of one per-
cent last month despite the
price freeze.

The increase was a result
of higher prices for 1972 auto-
mobiles, winter and fall
clothing and shelter.

The increase was aboul
half the average month-
to-month Increase that pre-
vailed before the price freeze
began Aug. 15. It compares
1W1th a three-tenths of one
percent increase in August
and a two-tenths of one per-
cent increase in September.

The October increase puts
the Bureau of Labor Statis-
tics’ Consumer Price Indey
3.8 percent above a year ago,
the smallest 12-month change
in more than thr ee and a half
years.

While prices crept upward
desplte the freeze, the Labor
Depax‘tment also said that
average weekly earnings for
private nonfarm jobs de-
clined two pennies to $129.11.

The increase in prices for
October was slightly more
than .usual for this time of
year.
