Nixon Tells Plans for 2 Trips

Bureau
WASHINGTON Presi-
dent Nixon now has made it
i clear that the summit issues
| he’ll take up in Peking early
next year will be carefully
separated from his later

Moscow summitry in May.
That includes such matters
as settlement of the Vietnam
| war, according to presiden-
tial adviser Henry Kissinger,
just back from his second

trip to Peking,

Kissinger, clearly speaking
for the President, told news-
men at a briefing on his lat-

est China preparations trip |

that no questions involving
“third countries’ will be dis-
cussed at either summit
meeting.

The import appeared to be
that Nixon is leaning over
backward to avoid having
problems not directly related
to China taken up when he
gets to Peking sometime aft-
er Jan. 1. and he doesn’t
want. differences with China,
including any aftermath of
this week’s United Nations
votes admitting Peking and
ousting Taiwan, clouding dis-
cussions in Moscow.

White House officials said
the definite date of the China
trip will be announced before
Dec. 1. But the trip will not
be made until after Jan. 1 —
probably just as  Nixon’s
Democratic oppenents for
the presidency are launching
their 1972 primary cam-
paigns in New Hampshire
and Florida. But technical
arrangements for the visit
apparently have more to do
with the timing than does
anything else. -

Kissinger was circunispect
in his report. Asked about re-
ports of possible changes in

j Chinese leadership and any

effect this might have on the
conference. the national se-
curity adviser replied:

“1 have no idea whatever
about the internal balance of
leadership in the Chinese
government or the Chinese
Communist Party. I wouldn’t
presume to speculate about
what might have happened.”

Similarly, he said the Unit-
ed Nations and its battle
over seating Peking and
keeping or expelling the Na-
ticnalist government of For-

mosa was “not discussed ow

this trip.”
