Text of the United States Proposal

WASHINGTON, Jan. 25—Following is
the text of a new proposal by the
Governments of the United States and
South Vietnam for a negotiated settle-
ment of the Indochina conflict as re-
leased by the White House tonight:

[1]

There will be a total withdrawal from
South Vietnam of all U. S. forces and
other foreign forces allied with the
Government of South Vietnam within
six months of an agreement.

[2.]

The release of all military men and in-
nocent civilians captured throughout In-
dochina will be carried out in parallel
with the troop withdrawals mentioned
in Point. 1. Both sides will present a
complete list of military men and inno-

cent civilians held throughout Indochina

on the day the agreement'is signed. The
release will begin on the same day as
tthe troop withdrawals and will be com-
pleted when they are completed. .
One month before the presidential
election takes place, the incumbent Pres-
ident and Vice President of South Viet-
nam will resign. The Chairman of the

Senate, as caretaker head of the Gov-

ernment, will assume' administrative re-
sponsibilities except for those pertaining
to the election, which will remain with
the independent election body.

The United States, for its part, de-/

clares that it:
9Will support no candidate and will
remain completely neutral in the election,

election and any other political processes !

shaped by the South Vietnamese peo-
ple themselves.

qIt is prepared to define its military ;

and economic ‘assistance relationship
with any government that exists in
South Vietnam.

The following principles will govern
the political future of South Vietnam:

The political future of South Vietnam
will be left for the South Vietnamese
people to decide for themselves, free
from outside interference.

There will be a free and democratic
Presidential election in South Vietnam
within six months of an.agreement.

This election will be organized and run -

by an independent body representing
all political forces in South Vietnam
which will assume its responsibilities
on the date of the agreement. This body
will, among other responsibilities, deter-
mine the qualification of candidates. All
political forces in South Vietnam can
participate in the election and present
candidates. There will be international
supervision of this election.

Both sides agree that:

gSouth Vietnam, together with the
other countries of Indochina, should
adopt a foreign policy consistent with
the military provisions of the 1954 Ge-
neva accords. i

- QReunification of Vietnam should be
decided on the basis of discussions and
agreements between North and South
Vietnam without constraint and annexa-
tion-from either party, and without for-
eign interference.

Both sides will respect the 1954 Ge--

neva agreements on Indochina and those
of 1962 on Loas. There will be no for-
eign intervention in the Indochinese
countries and the Indochinese peoples
will be left to settle their own affairs
by themselves.,..

[5.] ,
The problems existing among the
Indochinese countries will be settled by

‘the Indochinese parties on the basis of.
_ mutual respect for independence, sov-

ereignty, territorial infegrity and non-
interference in »each other’s affairs.
Among the problems that will be settled
is the implementation of the principle
that all armed forces of the countries

‘of Indochina must remain within their

national frontiers.

There will be a general cease-fire
throughout Indochina, to begin when-
the agreement is signed. As part of the
cease-fire, there will be no further in-
filtration of outside forces into any
of the countries of Indochina.

Q. There will be international super-
vision of the military aspects of this
agreement, including th ecease-fire in
its provisions, the release of prisoners
of war and innocent civilians, the with-
drawal of outside forces from Indo-
china, and the implementation of the
principle that all armed forces of the
countries of Indochina must remain
within their national frontiers.

There will be an international guar-
antee for the fundamental national
rights of the Indochinese peoples, the
status of all the countries in Indochina,
and lasting peace in this region.

Both sides express their willingness;
to participate in an international confer-
ence for this and other appropriate
purposes.
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
