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Mitche]l
Quits, to
Aid Nixon

Mitchell resigned his Cab-
inet post today to head

-up -President Nixon’s re-
election-campaign.

Nixon immediately named
Deputy Attorney Genéral
Richard Kleindienst to suc-
ceed him, v

Mitchell’s resignation, ef-
fective March 1, had long
been expected. He directed
Nixon’s 1968 campaign effort
and the President’s politieal
advisers had been anxious
for “him to take over the
same post for the 1972 re-
election effort. '

Nixon’s nomination of
Kleindienst, a conservative
identified with the law-and-
order issue, is expected to

" draw strong opposition from
liberal and civil rights forces.

But White House press sec-
retary Ronald Ziegler re-
plied, ““Yes, indeed” when
asked whether the adminis-
tration was confident the
Senate would act favorably
on elevation of Mitchell’s
chief assistant to the Cabi-
net.
