Japanese newspapers said
the chief topics of the talks
would be Japan’s role inin-
ternational affairs following
Nixon’s visits to. Peking nd
Moscow, and U. §. policies
toward Communist China
and the Nationalist Chiness
regime on Taiwan,

The Nixon administration
hoped that Kissinger’s pow-
ers of persuasion would re-
pair some of the damage
done to Japanese-American
relations by Washington’s
failure to consult Sato in ad-
vance of the switch in its
China policy last summer
and by its restrictions to
curtail Japanese exports to
the United States.
