I listened to Jimmy Ste-
wart’s tribute. ‘This is quite
unusual for me but I de
thank all of you for your loy-
al support. I shall remember
it always.”

She was simply attired in
a soft periwinkle blue short
dress with a gathered shirt.
Her blonde hair was impec-
cably coifed.

Her daughters and their
husbands stood in the presi-
dential box and beamed as
the delegates applauded.

The movie portrayed in
color her active life, particu-
larly as a world traveler to
Africa, Peking and Moscow
since she moved into the
White House.
