WASHINGTON - (UPI)
— Sen. George McGovern’s
campaign headquarters
charged today that Presi-
dent Nixon’s acceptance
speech for his renomination
“‘contained 28 outright false-
hoods, distortions and misre-
presentations-of fact, almost
one a minyte.” i

In a point - by -'point re-
buttal of statements made
by Nixon and implications
inferred from his 31 -minute
acceptance speech Wednes-
day, MecGovern’s campaign
staff said it was offering vot-
ers “a correction ... of the
most outrageous . parts of
Mr. Nixon’s speech.”

The ‘“corrections” dealt
with race relations, Viet-
nam, crime, the. economy,
welfare, taxes, wages, un-
employment, defense spend-
ing, the aged, China, the
arms race and peace.

- The statement was labeled
““Tiruth. ‘Squad Release No.
1. A worker at McGovern

headquarters, asked what
the Truth Squad was, re-
plied, “Our campaign, ob-
viously.”

' ‘America,” ]
charged: “Neighborhood,
schools and community life

South Vietnam” and said
that Nixon’s peace plan “‘is
