Middle East, nuclear arms
negotiations, trade and Eu-
ropean security with Com-
munist Party chief Leonid
Brezhnev, Premier Alexei
Kosygin and Gromyko.

One source said there was
a possibility Kissinger might
finish his talks today instead
of tomorrow, as originally
planned.
