mittees.

Duncan gave $300,000 {o
Humphrey’s primary cam-
paign this year, $200,000 of it
the day before the Minneso-
ta senator was defeated by
Sen. George McGovern in
the decisive California pri-
mary June 6.

2nd Largest

Duncan is only the second
largest contributor to Nixon
listed in the reports which
began trickling into the GAO
yesterday from both parties.

Ray A. Kroc, chairman of
the McDonald’s hamburger
chain, gave $52,000, divided
among nine committeesina
practice Republicans recent-
ly - criticized Democratic
nominee McGovern for us-
ing. -

.The largest McGovern

Overall, early reporis

than $75,000 for Republicans.

«MecGovern committees also
“took in virtually as much in
~lgans as in outright contribu-
“tions.

In the Black

But Nixon’s campaign is
solidly in the black from an
early campaign money pitch
and McGovern is nearly $2
million in debt.

The four Nixon commit-
tees — the Finance Commit-
tee to Re-elect the President
and three satellites titled
Media, Television and Radic
Committees to Re-elect the
President — list $4.5 million
in cash on hand as of Aug.
31.

McGovern for President
Inc., flagship committee for

~the South Dakotan, and

McGovern for Presi-
dent-D.C., show combined
cash on hand of minus -
$45,00¢ and net debts of 1.8
million.

This is a far cry from the
$36.5-million budget McGov-
ern’s top finance people
sketched out at a secret
meeting during the Demo-
cratic convention in Miami
in July.

But Nixon forces, too,
seem to be falling short of a
daily average sufficient to
meet their projected budget
of more than $45 million.
