McGovern will turnincreas-
mgly in the coming weeks to
incidents he believes will es-
tablish a pattern of corrup-
tion at the White House too
damaging for Nixon to ig-
nore.

Some, like the wheat deal,
will balloon with only an ini- 1
tial burst of hot charges
from McGovern, the tacti-
cians expect.

For Butz came out of the
Agriculture Department
snarling that McGovern was
‘“‘wrong., as usual” immedi-
ately after the wheat deal
wasmade a campaign issue.

His outrage may trap him
in a “running debate wiih
the opposition,” another fa-
tal, error, according to Choti-
ner.’ .
