In his prepared remarks,
the vice president contrast-

hangs over the world and
nations face destruction
within minutes after a deci-
sion to attack may be made.

“Because of the time limi-

tations, foreign policy cannot

be conducted by consensus,”
Agnew said.

“Therefore,” the vice
president said, “we are for-
tunate that these critical de-
terminations are vested
clearly in our president,
rather than in the Congress,
or the members of the pro-
{essional bureaucracy, or an
outside panel of experts.”

He said that “a president
must be able to make hard
choices, alone, and then ral-
ly the country to support his
decision,” saying that criti-
cism often comes from
“men who bear no responsi-
bilities for the consequetices
of the actions they recom-
mend.”
