Disraeli is credited by his-
torians with creating Brit-
ain’s modern Conservative

| party, initiating social reform

and stanchly defending what
he conceived to be Britain’s
principal interests, domestic
and foreign.

Like Mr. Nixon, he was a
man who $poke of “peace
with honor.”
