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Friction within GOP

Re-Election Committee Rapped

PHOENIX (AP) — A top
Republican official has given
GOP governors a highly crit-
ical account of the way man-
agers of President Nixon’s re-
election committee are contin-
uing to treat the high com-
mand £ te Republican Nation-
al Committee.

Cochairman Thomas Evans
made clear in his speech to a
closed luncheon at the Repub-
can Governors Conference
Monday that he feels that the
‘“high handed” treatment of
the RNC that he said marked
the campaign is continuing in
the post-election period.

His attack produced some
surprise from governors who
told newsmen later they had
not realized the extent of the
friction between officials of
the party’s national commit-
tee and those of the Commit-
tee for the Re-election of the
President. )

After a working breakfast
today with aides, the gover-
nors plan to tour for the re-
mainder of the day. They are
scheduled to fly in three
planes to Lake Havasu City,
site of the relocated London
Bridge, before going on an ae-
rial tour of the state’s most
famous landmarks, including
the Grand Canyon.

Evans said he felt the RNC
has failed to receive proper
credit for its work in the cam-
paign and said he was partic-
ularly annoyed at a letter
from Maurice Stans, finance

chairman of both the RNC
and CRP, directing committee
officials to appear Dec. 15
with a proposed budget for
the following year.

Those at the luncheon said
that Evans, who left here for
Washington shortly after-
wards, told them he was un-
sure whether he could meet

the idea of being summoned
before Stans.

However, National Chair-
man Robert J. Dole told
newsmen he didn’t feel as
strongly as Evans about hav-
ing to go before Stans hecause
“after all, he’s got the mon-
ey.” He added that “I under-
stand it is still coming in” to
the re-election committee.
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
