Sources said yesterday that
Air- Force Brig. Gen. Brent
Scowcroft, now Mr. Nixon’'s
military assistant, will succeed
Gen. Alexander M. Haig Jr. as
No. 2'man on the NSC staff.

‘Haig, who has played a ma-
jor role in the Vietnam peace
negotiations, moved to the
Pentagon last week to become
the Army’s deputy chief of
staff.

Officials  indicated that
Scowcroft’s role could differ
from Haig’s because of the
planned reorganization of the
NSC,staff for Mr. Nixon’s sec-
ond:term. ‘

Kissinger,.:busy with Viet-
nam; peace efforts, is yet to
complete work on the reorgan-
ization of the council which
supplies Mr.” Nixon with for-
eign policy options.

Scowcroft, 47, came to the
White House in February to

versity School of Linguistics.
