The spending side of the
report includes large sums
paid to the Pacific Tele-
phone Company, reflecting

Campaign spokesmen said
at the time that nearly ev-
ery telephione subscriber in
was being tele-
phoned and asked to support
the President.

The expense accounting
also showed a wide variation
in the amounts received by
paid campaign workers.
Some were on monthly sala-
ries; others were paid at
hourly rates ranging from
$1.65 to $2.50. Large payrolls
were listed for nearly every
county in California.
