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Troops Set for

Washington

The Pentagon said ves-
terday it is moving troops
into the Washington area
to be used in case of disor-
ders during protest dem-
onstrations at President
Nixon’s inauguration to-
morrow.

Leaders of all of the dem-
onstrations scheduled to co-
incide with Mr. Nixon's
inauguration. however, have
either pledged to be peaceful
or said they plan no civil
disobedience.

Three separate marches
and rallies are planned for
different parts of the city.
The largest of these, co-
sponsored by the Peoples
Coalition for Peace and Jus-
tice and the National Peace
Action Coalition, is expected
to draw “in the tens of thou-
sands” of demonstrators.

Defense Department
spokesman Jerry W. Fried-
heim said the government
does not vlan to station
troops in Federal oifice
buildings. a commaon prac-
tice during past anti-war
demonstrations.

Instead, he said they will
be stationed at nearby It

Belvoir, Va., and the Sol-

dier’s Home.
The request for the fed-
eral troops was made by the

Justice Department, Fried-

heim said. '
Fiedheim said for past
demonstrations. about 2060
troops have been brought in
for security purposes, add-
ing he does not know exactly
