The people of Seouth Vietnam
have been guaranteed the right to de-
termine their own future without out-
side interference.

Thieu

Throughout these negotiations we
have been in the closest consultation
with President Thieu and other rep-
resentatives of the Republic of Viel-
nam. This settlement meets the
wouls and has the full support of
President Thieu and teh governnient
of the Republic of Vietnam as well
as that of our other allies who ars
aftected. ’

The United States will continue
{o recognize the government of the
Republic of Vietnam as the sole le-
gilimate government of South Viet-
nam. We shall continue to aid South
Vietnam within the terms ui the
agreement and we shall support ef-
forts of the people of South Vietnam
to settle their problems peacefully
among themselves.

We must recognize that ending
{he war is only the first step toward
building the peace. All parties must
acw see to it that thisis a peace that
lasic. a peace that heals—and a
nezce that not only ends the war in
Soulheast Asia but contributes to the
prospects of the peace in the whole
world.

This will mean that terms of the
aureement must be serupulousty ad-
wored (0.

As this long and very difficult

war ends. T would like to address a
few special words to each of those
who have been parties in the conflict.

future. And you have developed the
strength to defend that right. We
look forward to yorking with youin
the future. Frieuds in peace as we
have been alliesin war.

Hanoi

To leaders of North Vietnam, as
we have ended the war through ne-
gotiations let us now build a peace of
reconciliation. For our part we are
prepared to make a major effort to
help achieve that goal. But just as
reciprocity was needed to end the
war, so too will it be needed to build
and strengthen the peace.

To the other major powers that

have been involved. even indirectly.
now is the time for mutual restraint
so that the peace we have achieved
can iast.
And finally to all ot you who are
listening, the American people. Your
steadfastness in supporting our in-
sistance on peaece with honor has
made peace willi_henor possible. 1
know that vou would not have want-
ed that peace jeopardized. With our
secret negotiations at the sensitive
stage they were in during this Te-
cent period, for wme to have dis-
cussed publicly our etforts fo secure
peace would not only have violated
our understanding with North Viet-
nani. it would Thave seriously
harmed and possibly destroyed the
chances for peace. :

Therefore, | know. that you now

can understand why during these
past several weeks I have not made
anv public statements about those
eltorts. The important thing was not
{o talk about peace, bul to get
peace. And to get the right kind of
peace. This we hdve done.

Now that we have achieved an
honorable agreement, let us be
“proud that .\merica did not settle
for a peacé that would have be-
trayed our allies, that would have
abandoned our prisoners of war or
that would have ended the war for us
but would have continued the war for
the 50 million people of Indochina.

Let us be proud of the 2%z mil-
lion young Americans who served in
Vietnam — who served with honor
and distincton in one of the most
sellless ento:rises in the history of
pations. Yad ot us be proud of those
who sacrificed. cave their lives, so
at the peenls ol south Vietnam
Seedom and so that the
it lwve in peace.
