President  Nixon’s re-
election committee paid
$149.291 for 55 campaign
flights on presidential air-
craft, according to records
released by the White
House. .

But the administration de-
clined to reveal names of
passengers or information
about many other flights

during the campaign, claim-

ing the information is per-
sonal and subject to execu-
tive privilege.

- mer B. Staats, in aninvesti-

gation requested by Prox-
mire, asked the White House
last October for copies - of
passenger manifests and
flight logs for all trips made
during the campaign.

White House counsel John
W. Dean III refused to pro-
vide all the records request-
ed.

Staats, in a report to Prox-
mire, said 103 trips were
paid for by the Committee
for the Re-election of the
President.

“However, information ob-

tained by our Office of Fed- .

eral Elections showed an ad-
ditional 32 trips were made
by the presidential flight
crew and paid for by the Fi-
nance Committee to Re-elect
the President,” Staats said.

Of the 103 trips, 34 were
made by Cabinet officers
and charged to their depart-

ments. The remaining trips,
he said, were made for the

White House itself. The Nix-
on campaign committee

reimbursed the government

$50,355 for 23 of them, he
said.

“The flight logs for these |

trips showed only itinerary
data and “not the name§ of

' passengers,” he said.
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
