“We must create a new
consensus,” he told a news
conference on’ the lawn of
the Western White House
one day after President Nix-
on announced that Kissinger
would® be both Secretary of
State and chief White House
adviseér -on foreign affairs.

The dual role, he said,

his testimony before Con-
gress. On the contrary, he
added, he would not invoke

' execuhve pr1v11ege except
where it pertained to con-
versations with -the Presi-

. dent and would “expect to
testify about all  matters
that secretaries of state have
traditionally tes tlfxed” about.

CONFIDENCE

‘Kissinger, appéaring re-
laxed and confident in an in- ;
formal gathering with re-
porters, said he would use
its present bureaucracy, to

institutionalize the initia- .
tives that the administration .:
has undertaken in the past
four years and that he would .

work through Congress for a
non-partisan  policy, now
that the U.S. is out of the
Vietnam war.

“In the first term of the
President,” Kissinger said
in an opening statement,
Smany important and some

‘revolutionary changes- were

made. These required, to
considerable extent, secret
diplomacy and they were
conducted on a rather re-
stricted basis.

“But now,” he continued,
“we are in a different phase.
| The foundations that have

been laid must now lead to
the building of 'a more per- °
manent structure: What has ;

been started is still very
tender.”

After consulting with Mr.
Nixon -earlier yesterday,
Kissinger was like a peace-
maker, issuing
seekmg to “create

new -and fullpartnershm” to
insure that Congress.: be. in-
volved-in the-making of for-
eign policy as well asmthe
approval of it.

“What we are going to. txy
to do,” he said, “is to solidi-
ty what has been started;to
put - more emphases on our
relationship with Europe
and Japan, and to conclude
during the term of the Presi-
dent, the building -of a struc-
ture that we can pass on to
succeedmg administrations
so that the world will.be a
safer place when they take
over.”

Kissinger made it clear

‘that “what he would seek to

do would be to put the divi-
sions® of the Vietnam war
and the damage inflicted to
the administration by the
Watergate scandals in the
past and create a broad con-
sensus for the policy initia-
tives now underway. There
was no hint of dramatic new
initiatives.

As to Watergate and the
Vietnam war, he said:
“There is no question if the
divisions in a country grow
too deep, then the conduct of
foreign policy will be affect-
ed, and the people will have
to decide whether the issues
on which, they are being idi-
vided are worth it.”
