Carlyle E. Maw, a partner
of the Wall Street law firm
of Cravath, Swaine and
Moore, is to become legal
adviser to Kissinger.

Winston Lord, 36, was
named director of planning
and corrdination. Lord, a
former foreign service offi-
‘cer, has been an intimate of
Kissinger on the National
Security Council, specializ-
ing in Chinese affairs.

Kissinger said his new un-

dersecretary for manage- .

ment would be Lewis D.
Brown, 53, who is now U.S.
ambassador to Jordan. Kis-
singer said- Brown would
relain in Amman until the
current Middle East conflict
calms down.

Nathanile Davis, 48, was
appointed director general
of the foreign service. Davis
is U.S. ambassador to Chile.

George S. Vest, 55, was
chosen as Kissinger’s spe-
cial assistant for press rela-
