“I-am in favor of stimulat-
ing vigorous economic ex-
pansion by reducing person-
al income taxes so as toin-

crease purchasing power .

and by a mandatory roll-
back’ of interest rates,”
Hartke said. _
The Senator delivered his
major economic policy ad-
dress at an employers’ insti-
tute- sponsored by the U.S.
Office, of Education at the
Union Square Hyatt House.

“In my view there should
be only one guiding principle
for this nation’s economic
policy and it is that our hu-
mar resources are our most
precious treasure and that

the opportunities must be

created for the full expres-
sion of the human potential
to work, to produce and to
create,” he said.

He warned that a system
“which discards or has ng
place in it for millions of its
people — old and young,
adults alike — must expecﬁ
antisocial behavior such as
drug abuse, alcoholism,
crime and violence, racial
conflict and alienation.”

~T would suspect that out
of this could develop a
strong inclination to impose
social controls by those who
have, in self-preservation
against those who have
not,”” he said. ““Therein lies
the real danger to our de-
mocracy.”’

Hartke also called for new
laws which would force the
earnings of American com-
panies abroad to be “re-
turned here, taxed here and

* invested here,”
