President Nixon has nomi-
nated industrialist Robert S.
Ingersoll to be deputy secre-
tary: of state in one of two
moves to fill key vacancies
at the State Department,

Mr. Nixon also said yes-
terday that he will nominate -
Carlyle E. Maw, now the de-
partment’s legal adviser, as
undersecretary for security
assistance, presss spokes-
man Ronald Ziegler said.

Ingersoll, a former am-
bassador to Japan, currently
is assistant secretary of
state for Fast Asian and Pa-
‘cific affairs. He succeeds
Kenneth Rush, who left the
department’s No. 2 position
to become Mr. Nixon’s chief
economie policy coordinator.

Both nominations are sub-
ject to Senate confirmation.

Maw will replace William
Donaldson, a New York in-
-vestment banker who re-
signed last month, reported-
ly because of dissatisfaction
over his relationship with
Secretary of State Henry
Kissinger.

The nominations still
leave one of the six top posi-
tions in the department va-
cant, that of undersecretary
for economic affairs. That
position was vacated early
this year when William Ca-
sey was named head of the
Export-Import Bank.

Ingersoll, 60, is from Win-
netka, T1ll. Before his ap-
pointment as ambassador to
Japan in 1972, he was chair-
man of the board of Borg-
Warner Corp. He was
named assistant secretary
in 1973. '

Maw is a New York law-
yer who handled some per-
sonal affairs for Kissinger in
the 1960s. He has traveled
with Kissinger during the
secretary’s recent trips
abroad.
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
