Says the %e%s'urse 1884es
a ‘Distinct Threat’ to
Fight on Inflation

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8—
President Nixon vetoed today
$13.5-billion in appropriations
for Federal environmental, con-
sumer protection and ural as-
sistance progams. He called the
bill a “distinct theat to our
fight against inflation.”

A White House spokesman
said that the veto would be
Mr. Nixon’s last official action
before resigning from office.

The appropriations measure,
appoved in both the House and
the Senate by wide margins
earlier this year, included
Protection Agency, the Federal
food stamp program and the
Consumer Product Safety Com-
mission, as well as relief to
ithe drought-stricken farmers of
the Geat Plains.

In his veto message, sent to
the House late today, Mr. Nix-
on charged that the total
amount authorized for these
and other programs in the fis-
cal year 1975 exceeded his bud-
getary recommendations by
‘some $540-million.”

. He noted that, in his recent
address on the state of the na-
tion’s economy, he had prom-
ised to veto anv appropriations| .
that snbstantially exceeded
such limits.
