Federal officials yester-
dayincreased the num-
ber of Secret Service-
requested improvements
at President Nixon’s San
Clemente estate, bringing
to $460,312 the estimate
of .government funds
spent there in the name of
préSidential security.

The list, compiled by the

tration at the request of the
White House, and made pub-
Lic by the agency and presi-
dential aides, represents a
full accounting of federally
financed work on Mr. Nix-
on’s oceanside California
property, officials said.

The | $460,312 figure is
about $35,000 higher than a

-fentative figure disclosed
Wednesday night — and
more than double the dollar
amount disclosed in recent
weeks.

In disclosing the new ac-
counting, a White House
spokesman repeated that all
the work ‘“was at the ex-
press request of the Secret
Service for security rea-
sons.”’
