Agnew Attacks

‘Cassandras’
Of the Senate

Denver ’
Vice President Spiro
Agnew charged yesterday
that “the Cassandras of
the Senate' are “trying to
forge new chains upon the
President’s freedom of ac-
tion” while he is trying to
use those powers “to pro-
tect American lives in viet-
nam."”
The Vice President, in re-
makrs prepared for a GOP
fund-raising dinner, referred
to the Cooper-Church amend-
ment to limit President Nix-
on’s power tointervene again
in Cambodia.

Assailing those who op-
posed the President’s deci-
sion to attack the Camhbodian
sanctuaries, Agnew said that
they *“‘should be apologizing
for their irrationalities” in-
stead of ““trying to hobble the
commander-in-chief” while
400,000 Americans “remain
vilnerable in the field."”

(In Greek tradition, Cas-
sandra was a prophetress
whose prophecies were or-
dained by Apollo never to be
believed. The term ‘‘Cassan-

dra” has come to be applied
fo one who foresees gloomy |
events.) |

SUCCESSFUL |

The Vice President calledI
the Cambodia operation “‘the
most successful military op-
eration of the entire war.”
He said there is “a good deal |
of egg” on the faces of critics |
of the operation.

Speaking of the economy,
Agnew said that “the proph-
ets of doom, who were so
wrong about the results of
the President’s actions in
Cambodia, will prove equally
wrong in their predictions of
imminent depression and
economic disaster.”
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The President’s anti-
inflation policies “will pay
off” and “‘we wi'l see an eco- |
nomic upturn before the end
of the year,” Angew said,

Turning the news media,
Agnew said that “as you
read the press and listen to
the commentators, you keep
bearing this great military
sticeess — possibly a vietory
of watershed proportions as
we look to the future — de-
scribed as a failure by the
so-called pundits who are
still wedded to their earlier
forecasts of disaster.

“They have painted them-
selves into a corner and are
now either intellectually in-
capable of evaluating the
changed situation or disdain-
fully unwilling to disavow

their pastpredictions of
gloom and doom.”
He said it is perhaps too

much to expect those persons
to admit they were wrong
and the President was right.

Agnew said that the Sen-
ate’s “‘dilatory” aection on the
military sales bill, the vehi-
cle for the Cooper-Church
amendment, is holding up
money that would “go to two
friendly states in the Middie
East, Iran andIsrael.

The Vice President said he
is “‘growing terribly weary of
America’s noisy detractors”
and urged that the people
“vow to emphasize what is
right, what is decent, what ig
good about our great coun-
try."

“And let's begin to show
some stronger and more vo-
cal support dor our Presi-
dent," Agnew urged.

He said he thinks “the
President and his lovely fam-
ily have brought a great
sense of dignity to the White
House. The moral and reli-
gious qualities which come
50 freely and naturally to
them are a hasic, but nowa-
days often overlooked, part
of our national heritage and
experience.”
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
