“He told me, ‘Now you
understand that I'm a Wash-
ington Redskin fan, but I'm
a part-time resident of Miami
and T've been following the
Dolphins real close.” ”

The President was an out-
spoken follower of the Red-
skins, who were eliminated
by the San Francisco 49ers
in the National Conference
playoffs on Dec. 26. He even
visited the Redskins’ prac-
tice base to give an im-
promptu pep talk late in the
season. But now he appar-
ently has adopted the
Dolphins because of his home
in nearby Xey Biscayne.
However, he told Shula that
he doubted he could attend
the Super Bowl.

In Washington on Dec. 27,
Bill Brundige, a Redskin de-
fensive lineman appeared on
a - television and disclosed
that the Redskin coach,
George Allen, received a
phone call from Mr. Nixon
before the 24-20 loss to the
49ers.

“President Nixon told
Allen, ‘I'd like to see you run
a flanker reverse with Roy
Jefferson against the 49ers’,”
Brundige said.

At San Francisco, it hap-
pened last in the second
quarter.

Shula, who was the Colts’
coach when, as a 17-point
favorite, they lost to the
New York Jeets in Super
Bowl III following the 1968
season, ordered the Dolphins
to re-assemble Wednesday.
He and his coaching staff
bagan to prepare at their
Biscayne College base for
the Cowboy game while re-
viewing films of yesterday’s
dramatic triumph.

He appeared to be most
proud of the Dolphins’ six
spectacular blocks on An-
derson’s zigzagging 62-yard
interception return.

“It was one of the great

plays of all time, a classic,” .

Shula said. “We measure how
much a player wants to win
by how close he is -to the
football. To see those blocks
unfold was just tremendous.
It was perfect reaction.
