The President thanked
Dorn for supporting the Ad-
ministration’s Vietnam, poli-
cy. He then made a fist,
gave Dorn a friendly tap on

the shoulder and spoke a

few words that were nou
completely audible to re-
porter§ standing by.

l.ater Dorn told a reporter
what Nixon had said. appar-
ently with reference fo the
raids.

Nixon's visit to the Capitnl
was coincidental with sharp
attacks on  him and the
bombing.
